POSITION OVERVIEW

early afternoon (subject to change). This is an undergraduate level in-person course taught on the
MMA campus in Castine, Maine. The successful candidate will develop and deliver course
material utilizing a variety of interactive tools and discussions.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Focuses on the process of creating and fulfilling consumer and organizational needs through
strategies involving the conception, pricing, promotion and distribution of ideas, goods and
services in a market economy. The interrelationship of planning and marketing is explored
throughout the course.
